1. Welcome – Congratulations to Nikki Camp and her new baby boy Jude!
2. Review Nov 4, 2004 minutes – minutes were approved by committee.
3. Electronic Health Family Tree (HFT) – Ted Adams gave a presentation on the HFT at the National Coalition for Health Professional Education in Genetics (NCHPEG) Conference in January. The presentation was well received and several organizations (Health Resources and Services Administration, National Human Genome Research Institute, CDC, and U.S. Surgeon General), expressed interest in learning more about the HFT and if it would be possible to use it in other projects. NHGRI would like representatives from the HFT to attend a one-day meeting to discuss their experiences with the project.
a. Vickie Venne suggested pilot testing the HFT tool in schools with minority populations, such as Hispanic/Latino and Native American students. This would complement activities of a grant the UDOH and Genetic Science Learning Center have applied for with March of Dimes.

4. National Family History Day – The U.S. Surgeon General will hold this event annually. The “My Family Health Portrait” is not expected to include risk analysis or extensive educational materials. The committee suggested developing a social marketing/media campaign on family history in November. This activity will be explored further at the next meeting. 
a. CDC’s family history tool will be pilot tested at University of Michigan School of Medicine, Evanston Northwestern Healthcare Research Institute, and Case Western Reserve University School of Medicine.

5. Summary of Literature Review – see handout
a. Jenny Johnson presented results of a literature review on physicians’ use of family history. The committee made several suggestions based on the results and recommendations:

i. Assessing the clinical utility of using family history in patient care. Data is needed to show physicians the value of family history and genetic information.

ii. Exploring the Medical Home as a potential model for providing care to adults at high-risk for disease based on family history.

6. UDOH funding application for FY06 – the committee provided feedback to the UDOH Chronic Disease Genomics Program on activities to include in their FY06 funding application. Activities included: developing a family history social marketing/media campaign, adding workplan to the State Genetics Plan, and forming subcommittees to explore the workplan strategies further.
7. Draft Workplan – see updated workplan.
a. Goal 4 was discussed. The committee was unable to discuss goals 5 and 6 due to lack of time. 

8. Action Items

a. Committee will need to be prepared to discuss goals 5, and 6 during the next meeting; please send thoughts prior to Rebecca Giles.
b. Any additional articles or studies that may enhance the literature review should be sent to Jenny Johnson at jennyjohnson@utah.gov.  
c. Committee will need to be prepared to discuss developing a social marketing/media campaign on family history in November 2005 during the next meeting. Subcommittees to work on the project may be formed.
