Utah Teen Traffic Safety Task Force

Overview

· The Utah Teen Driving Safety Task Force was formed in 2006 as a group of state, local, and private organizations concerned about better coordinating activities to improve the safety of teen drivers and passengers. The Task Force is co-chaired by representatives from the Utah Department of Health Violence and Injury Prevention Program and the Utah Department of Public Safety Highway Safety Office. 

· The Utah Teen Driving Safety Task Force is striving to not duplicate efforts among agencies and to stretch that limited funding that is being spent on teen driving interventions.

· One of the first goals of the Task Force was to develop a catch-phrase that teens could use to reference traffic safety. Keeping in mind that non-traditional messages tend to impact teen audiences more effectively, the Task Force developed the “Don’t Drive Stupid” campaign. This simple message aimed solely at teen drivers may not resonate with adults, but it’s a message has been received well by teens. Educational materials such as a website and the “Surviving Teen Driving” toolkit provide crash data, resources and ideas for traffic safety activities.
